Andrée Sobocka de Groot was born in France (Manlay, Bourgogne) en 1908; her
father was Polish, her mother French. At the age of 6, she and her parents went to
Poland, where she finished highschool and later on studied arts at the Stefan Batory
University in Vilno. In 1930 she returned to France to continue her studies in the
Academies of Fine Arts of Lille and Montpellier. At the age of 24 she received the first
prize for her achievements in painting and drawing from the Academie of Fine Arts of
Montpellier. She continued her artistic career in the «Atelier d’Art Sacré» in Paris with
Georges Desvallieres and Maurice Denis. In 1936, after marrying the prominent Dutch
philologist Jan C. de Groot, she left for Holland and at the beginning of the war the
family de Groot moved to Dutch West Indies. Between 1944 and 1945 Andrée S. de
Groot taught arts at the University of Madelin (Colombia). in 1946 she and her family
come to Québec and settled down in Montréal.

The works of Mrs. Andrée S. de Groot are very diversified. Her paintings have been
displayed in 49 expositions all over the world (France, Holland, Brazil, Dutch West
Indies, Colombia Costa Rica and Canada). The exposition at the Polish Consulate will

be 50th.
